Computer/Internet classes for older learners - ‘Get Connected’ in 2019 Are you a complete beginner or do you have basic
skills you want to refresh or maybe you have a new device and need help? Age Action runs beginner/refresher computer classes
(iPad/Tablet/Smartphones also) for people aged 55+ who have little or no computer experience or who are apprehensive of
technology. Starting again in January 2019 classes will be held in four locations in Mayo on different days, in the libraries in
Castlebar, Ballina and Swinford and in the Claremorris Family Resource Centre.
