Easing of Covid Restrictions — The government / HSE have advised that restrictions on indoor religious services can
be eased from October 22™. From the weekend of October 30" / 31%, the following will apply for the time being:

* Standing at the back of Church during Mass continues to be prohibited.

* Collections will be taken up in the same manner as in recent weeks — i.e. baskets will not be passed about.
